Statement of SpecificgPlipose 0f' Regulation Change and Factual Basis for
Determining that Régulation Change is Reasonably Necessary:

The Pacific FisheryiManagement Council (PFMC) coordinates west coast
managementofirecreational and commercial ocean salmon fisheries in the
federal fiShery management zone (three to 200 miles offshore) along the
coasts of\Washingtan, Oregon and California. The annual PFMC ocean
salmon regulation lecommendations are subsequently implemented by the
National Marme Fisheries Service (NMFS) effective on May 1 of each year.

California’s recreational salmon fishing regulations need to conform to the
federal regulations to achieve optimum yield in California under the Federal
Salmon Fishery Management Plan. The Fish and Game Commission
(Commission) adopts regulations for the ocean salmon recreational fishery
in State waters (zero to three miles offshore) which are consistent with
these federal fishery management goals.

It is critical to have consistent State and federal regulations establishing
season dates, bag/size limits and other management measures, and also
critical that the State and federal regulations be effective concurrently in
order to maintain continuity of management and enforcement.
Conformance with federal regulations is also necessary to maintain
continued State authority over its recreational salmon fishery and avoid



federal preemption under the Magnuson-Stevens Fishery Conservation Act
[16 USC 81856 (b)(1)].

On May 1, 2014, NMFS implemented the 2014 federal ocean salmon
regulations, which included the PFMC’s recommendation to open the
California ocean salmon recreational fishing season south of Horse
Mountain on April 4, 2015. While federal waters south of Horse Mountain
will open on April 4, 2015, State waters in this area will not open unless the
Commission takes regulatory action to do so.

The 2015 season opening dates were not adopted into the State’s ocean
salmon regulations in 2014 as a matter of precaution, in order to account for
the possibility that these dates, along with minimum size limits, bag limits,
and open fishing days, or other management measures, may be modified by
NMFS and PFMC based on the most up-to-date salmon abundance
information. Fishery monitoring and escapement’information needed for
target stocks and salmon species of special géncern, including Sacramento
River Winter-run Chinook which is listed ag'€éndangered under both federal
and State Endangered Species Acts (ESAS), is notiavailable until the winter
or early spring of 2015.

Concurrent Regulatory Action

The Commission will considethe mostup-to-date information before
determining if ocean salmon fishiagyshouldbe authorized for April 2015.
The proposed regulations would allowtherCommission to adopt the April 4
opening date, or a latefdate in"April, along with other fishery management
measures for Statefwaters that would be effective through April 30, 2015.

Two separate Commission actions are necessary to establish salmon
fishing regulations, for'state waters that would apply in 2015 and beyond.
The first@ction would amend subsection 27.80 (c), establishing salmon
fishing regulations for the month of April 2015 consistent with federal
regulationsifer the féderal fishery management zone off California. The
action would'alsefamend Section 1.73 to ensure the recovery of coded-wire
tags from salmon taken in ocean and inland recreational fisheries.
Additionally, the proposed action would amend Section 27.75 to include
specific latitude and longitude coordinates that define the river mouth areas
closed to ocean salmon fishing to improve clarity, minimize ambiguity and
improve enforceability. Recreational salmon fishing regulations for May 1
through the end of 2015 will be considered in the second rulemaking action,
tentatively scheduled for adoption in April 2015.

Present Regulations

Regulations for 2014 [subsections 27.80 (c) and (d)] authorized ocean
salmon recreational fishing seven days per week north of Horse Mountain
including Humboldt Bay from May 10 to September 7, 2014. Between
Horse Mountain and Point Arena, ocean salmon recreational fishing was
authorized seven days per week from April 5 to November 9, 2014.
Between Point Arena and Pigeon Point, ocean salmon recreational fishing



was authorized seven days per week from April 5 to November 9, 2014.
Areas south of Pigeon Point had an ocean salmon recreational fishing
season seven days per week from April 5 to October 5, 2014. The bag limit
for all areas in 2014 was two fish per day (all species except coho). The
area north of Horse Mountain had a minimum size limit of 24 inches total
length. The area between Horse Mountain and Point Arena had a minimum
size limit of 20 inches total length. The area between Point Arena and
Pigeon Point had a minimum size limit of 24 inches total length through
June 30, 2014 and 20 inches total length thereafter. Areas south of Pigeon
Point had a minimum size limit of 24 inches total length. Since the existing
regulations pertained only to the 2014 season, amendment of these
regulations is essential to allow for any fishing in State waters during 2015.

Present regulations in Section 1.73 define salmon, at the species level, as
Chinook, coho, pink, chum and sockeye.

Present regulations in Section 27.75 specifyhat salmon may not be taken
within 3 nautical miles (nm) north, south agd west, of the mouths the Smith
and Klamath rivers; that salmon may ngbbe takenim August and Sept within
2 nm north, south and west of the matith of the Eel Riwer; and that salmon
may not be taken in August within € bm ngfth and south and 3 nm west of
the mouth of the Klamath River.

Proposed Regulations

For public notice purposes to facilitate“Cemmission discussion, the
Department of Fish am@iWildlife (Department) is proposing the following
regulations to enca@mpass the range of federal ocean salmon regulations
that are expected to be in effect April 4 through April 30, 2015. This
approach will allowithe’ Commission to adopt State ocean salmon
recreationalffishing regulations to conform to those in effect in federal ocean
waters shortly aftegithe federal rules are promulgated.

(1) North%ef Horsg Mountain and in Humboldt Bay: The fishery shall
remain €leséd in this area during April. The remainder of the 2015
season wilfbe decided in April by the PFMC and Commission and the
section will be amended pursuant to the regulatory process.

(2) Between Horse Mountain and Point Arena: The season, if any, may
open on a date within the range of April 4 through April 30, 2015. The
proposed daily bag limit will be from zero to two fish, and the proposed
minimum size will be from 20 to 26 inches total length. The exact
opening date, along with daily bag limit, minimum size, and days of the
week open will be determined by the Commission, considering federal
regulations applicable to this area for April 2015.

(3) Between Point Arena and Pigeon Point: The season, if any, may open
on a date within the range of April 4 through April 30, 2015. The
proposed daily bag limit will be from zero to two fish, and the proposed
minimum size will be from 20 to 26 inches total length. The exact



opening date, along with daily bag limit, minimum size, and days of the
week open will be determined by the Commission, considering federal
regulations applicable to this area for April 2015.

(4) Between Pigeon Point and Point Sur: The season, if any, may open
on a date within the range of April 4 through April 30, 2015. The
proposed daily bag limit will be from zero to two fish, and the proposed
minimum size will be from 20 to 26 inches total length. The exact
opening date, along with daily bag limit, minimum size, and days of the
week open will be determined by the Commission, considering federal
regulations applicable to this area for April 2015.

(5) South of Point Sur: The season, if any, may open on a date within the
range of April 4 through April 30, 2015. The proposed daily bag limit
will be from zero to two fish, and the proposed minimum size will be
from 20 to 26 inches total length. The exaét’opening date, along with
daily bag limit, minimum size, and days4f the week open will be
determined by the Commission, considering,federal regulations
applicable to this area for April 2015.

The proposed regulations in Sectiofnil.73 il add a requirement to
relinquish the head of any recreationally€aught salmon, upon request by an
authorized agent or employee,of the Department, to ensure the recovery of
any coded-wire tag.

The proposed regulatigfs,in Seetion 27.75 will include specific latitude and
longitude coordinates that define existing river mouth area closures of the
Smith, Klamath,@nd Eeldfivers, 1o ‘@cean salmon fishing to improve clarity,
minimize ambiguitycan@ improve enforceability.

Other ch@nges are propased to clarify the existing regulations.

It is the poliey of the State to encourage the conservation, maintenance, and
utilization of the living resources of the ocean and other waters under the
jurisdiction andinfluence of the State for the benefit of all the citizens of the
State. Further, it is the policy of the State to promote the development of
local fisheries and distant-water fisheries based in California in harmony
with international law respecting fishing and the conservation of the living
resources of the ocean and other waters under the jurisdiction and influence
of the State. The objectives of this policy include, but are not limited to, the
maintenance of sufficient populations of all species of aquatic organisms to
ensure their continued existence and the maintenance of a sufficient
resource to support a reasonable sport use, taking into consideration the
necessity of regulating individual sport fishery bag limits to the quantity that
Is sufficient to provide a satisfying sport. Adoption of scientifically-based
ocean salmon seasons, size limits, and bag and possession limits provides
for the maintenance of sufficient populations of salmon to maintain their
continued existence.

No alternatives were identified by or brought to the attention of Commission
staff that would have the same desired regulatory effect.

No Change Alternative:

Concerning the proposed amendment of subsection 27.80(c), the no
change alternative would maintain existing regulations which do not provide
an ocean salmon recreational fishing season for 2015. Federal regulations
are anticipated to open the ocean salmon recreational fishing regulations
south of Horse Mountain on April 4, 2015. The State must conform its
ocean recreational fishing regulations for salmon in State waters (zero to
three miles offshore) to the federal regulations for consistency and to avoid
public confusion. Preemption of State regulatory authority by the NMFS
could occur if State regulations are in conflict with federal regulations.

Concerning the proposed amendment of Section 1.73, the no change
alternative would continue the inconsistency between commercial and
recreational fishing regulations pertaining to the recovery of salmon heads
from salmon landed in California’s salmon fisheries. The no change
alternative could potentially cause significant harm to the State’s ability to
collect crucial data to manage California salmon fisheries and resources.

Concerning the proposed amendment of Section 27.75, the no change
alternative would leave the existing ambiguous language pertaining to river
mouth closures in place as specified in Section 27.75.

(c) Consideration of Alternatives:

In view of the information currently possessed, no reasonable alternative
considered would be more effective in carryingut the purpose for which
the regulation is proposed, would be as effegtive and less burdensome to
affected private persons than the proposed regulation, or would be more
cost effective to affected private personsyand equally effective in
implementing the statutory policy or @ther provision ofjaw.

Informative Digest (Policy Statement Overview)

The Pacific Fishery Management Council (PFMC) coordinates west coast management
of recreational and commercial ocean salmon fisheries in the federal fishery
management zone (three to 200 miles offshore) along the coasts of Washington,
Oregon and California. The annual PFMC ocean salmon regulation recommendations
are subsequently implemented by the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS)
effective on May 1 of each year.

California’s recreational salmon fishing regulations need to conform to the federal
regulations to achieve optimum yield in California under the Federal Salmon Fishery
Management Plan. The Fish and Game Commission (Commission) adopts regulations
for the ocean salmon recreational fishery in State waters (zero to three miles offshore)
which are consistent with these federal fishery management goals.

Present Regulations

Regulations for 2014 [subsections 27.80 (c) and (d)] auth©rized ocean salmon
recreational fishing seven days per week north of Horge"Mauntain including Humboldt
Bay from May 10 to September 7, 2014. Between Herse Mouatain and Pigeon Point,
ocean salmon recreational fishing was authorized'Seven days pepweek from April 5 to
November 9, 2014. Areas south of Pigeon Poifit, had an’ocean salmon recreational
fishing season seven days per week from April 5%@©cCtober 5, 2014. The bag limit for
all areas in 2014 was two fish per day (alhspecies exeept coho). The area north of
Horse Mountain and the areas south of RigeemRoint had a minimum size limit of 24
inches total length. The area between Hotse Mountain and Point Arena had a minimum
size limit of 20 inches total lengthg®ihe areabetween Point Arena and Pigeon Point had
a minimum size limit of 24 inchés total length'through June 30, 2014 and 20 inches total
length thereafter

On May 1, 2014, NMESfimplemented the 2014 federal ocean salmon regulations, which
included the PFMC’sfrecommehndatioh to open the California ocean salmon recreational
fishing season southief Horse Mountain on April 4, 2015. While federal waters south of
Horse Mountain will open on April 4, 2015, State waters in this area will not open unless
the Commission takes regulatory action to do so.

Present regulations in Section 1.73 define salmon, at the species level, as Chinook,
coho, pink, chum and sockeye.

Present regulations in Section 27.75 specify that salmon may not be taken within 3 nm
north, south and west of the mouths the Smith and Klamath rivers; that salmon may not
be taken in August and September within 2 nm north, south and west of the mouth of
the Eel River; and that salmon may not be taken in August within 6 nm north and south
and 3 nm west of the mouth of the Klamath River.

Proposed Regulations

Two separate Commission actions are necessary to conform the State regulations to
federal rules that will apply in 2015. The current proposed action would amend
subsection 27.80 (c), establishing salmon fishing regulations for the month of

April 2015. Recreational salmon fishing regulations for May 1 through the end of 2015



will be considered in the second rulemaking action, tentatively scheduled for adoption in
April 2015.

For public notice purposes to facilitate Commission discussion, the Department of Fish
and Wildlife (Department) is proposing the following regulations to encompass the
range of federal ocean salmon regulations that are expected to be in effect April 4
through April 30, 2015. This approach will allow the Commission to adopt State ocean
salmon recreational fishing regulations to conform to those in effect in federal ocean
waters.

(1) North of Horse Mountain and in Humboldt Bay: The fishery shall remain closed in
this area during April. The remainder of the 2015 season will be decided in April
by the PFMC and Commission and the section will be amended pursuant to the
regulatory process.

(2) South of Horse Mountain: The season, if any, may opén on a date within the
range of April 4 through April 30, 2015. The proposéd daily bag limit will be from
zero to two fish, and the proposed minimum sizegwill B&yfrom 20 to 26 inches total
length. The exact opening dates, along with daily bag limig, minimum size, and
days of the week open may be different for gach subarea ane will be determined
by the Commission, considering federal régulations applicable to each subarea for
April 2015.

The proposed regulations in Section 1.73will@dd a requirement to relinquish the head
of any recreationally caught salmon, uponitequéestiaypan authorized agent or employee
of the Department.

The proposed regulations inSection24£5 willinclude specific latitude and longitude
coordinates that define existingtiver mouth area closures of the Smith, Klamath, and
Eel rivers to ocean salmonishing.

Other changes are preposed to\€larify the existing regulations.

The benefits of the proposeddregulations are concurrence with federal law, sustainable
management of ocean salmon resources, regulatory clarity, and promotion of
businesses that rely on recreational ocean salmon fishing.

The proposed regulations are neither inconsistent nor incompatible with existing State
regulations. The legislature has delegated authority to the Commission to adopt sport
fishing regulations in general (Sections 200, 202 and 205, Fish and Game Code) and
salmon sport fishing regulations specifically (Section 316.5, Fish and Game Code). The
proposed regulations are consistent with regulations for sport fishing in marine
protected areas (Section 632, Title 14, CCR) and with general sport fishing regulations
in chapters 1 and 4 of subdivision 1 of Division 1, Title 14, CCR. Commission staff has
searched the California Code of Regulations and has found no other State regulations
related to the recreational take of salmon in the ocean.

(b) Any person in possession of a recreationally taken salmon with a missing adipose fin
(the small, fleshy fin on the back of the fish between the back fin and tail) shall
immediately relinquish the head of the salmon, upon request by an authorized agent or
employee of the department, to facilitate the recovery of any coded-wire tag. The head
may be removed by the fish owner or, if removed by the official department
representative, the head shall be removed in a manner to minimize loss of salmon flesh
and the salmon shall immediately be returned to the fish owner.

(a) No salmon may be taken at any time in ocean waters at the Smith River mouth
bounded on the north by 41°59'36” N. lat. (approximately 3 nautical miles north of the
Smith River mouth), on the west by 124°16’24” W. long. (approximately 3 nautical miles
offshore), and on the south by 41°53'30” N. lat. (approximately 3 nautical miles south of
the Smith River mouth).

(b) No salmon may be taken at any time in ocean waters at the Klamath River mouth
bounded on the north by 41°35’30” N. lat. (approximately 3 nautical miles north of the
Klamath River mouth), on the west by 124°08'54” W. long. (approximately 3 nautical
miles offshore), and on the south by 41°29'24” N. lat. (approximately 3 nautical miles
south of the Klamath River mouth). In August, the ocean salmon closure expands into
the “Klamath Control Zone.” The Klamath Control Zone is defined in federal requlations
as the ocean area at the Klamath River mouth bounded on the north by 41°38'48” N. lat.
(approximately 6 nautical miles north of the Klamath River mouth), on the west by
124°23'00” W. long. (approximately 12 nautical miles offshore), and on the south by
41°26'48” N. lat. (approximately 6 nautical miles south of the Klamath River mouth).

(approximately 2 nautical miles south of the Eel River mouth).
