The Department does not anticipate any substantial impacts on the creation or
elimination of jobs, the creation of new business, the elimination of existing businesses,
or the expansion of businesses in California, that provide services to inland sport
fishermen from the proposed regulations. The proposed changes in subsections
7.50(b)(5), (b)(68), and (b)(156.5) affect the bag and possession limits for Chinook
salmon in the American, Feather, and Sacramento rivers. These minor variations in the
bag and possession limits as may be established in the r ations are, by themselves,
unlikely to stimulate the creation of new businesses or the elimination of existing
businesses. The number of fishing trips and the eco ibutions from them are
expected to remain more or less the same.
