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Proposed Stepwise Process

• Engage MRC and FGC at decision points
– Also provide updates and milestones

• Benefits of stepwise process
– Doable: Manageable with available resources
– Timely: Initial review results available quickly
– Focused: Initial results help guide future steps

• First Step: Density survey methods, 
analyses and results 
– Focus first on key scientific indicators
– Fishery independent density index



Density Review Approach

• Follow Peer Review guidelines under 
DFW Science Institute
– Ad hoc Scientific Advisory Committee 

(SAC)

• Recommend Ocean Science Trust 
(OST) “appointing agent”
– OST identified in “Vision Process” as a 

resource for review
– Alignment of OST capabilities & mission 

with DFW needs
